DNA BLOOD COLLECTION
We would like to extend a big thanks to the Yankee Golden Retriever Club for their health clinic where they
collected 41 DNA samples on Nov. 13, 2011. These blood samples are submitted to both CHIC (with OFA)
and the BROAD institute to be used when studying diseases that effect our breed. Remember that if your dog
is part of these DNA banks, you need to send updates on health issues that have come up with your dogs as
well as when and how you eventually lose your dog. If you are unsure if your dog is in the DNA Bank, you
can check OFA to see if the dog is in the CHIC databank. This is listed in the same area where clearances for
each dog are listed.

UPDATE: Morris Animal Foundation and Pfizer Animal Health have partnered to create a fellowship

training program for new veterinary research scientists. Joshua A. Stern, DVM, a fellowship recipient,
is pursuing a combined PhD in genetics and veterinary cardiology residency at Washington State Uni
versity. His research aims to investigate genetic causes of subvalvular aortic stenosis (SAS), one of t

most common congenital heart diseases in Golden Retrievers. This project is progressing on schedule

and recruitment of Golden Retrievers for the study is complete. Using genonveide analysis of

DNA from affected and healthy Golden Retrievers, Dr. Stern has identified several chromosomal re-
gions of interest for potential mutations and promising genes where these mutations may reside. His

preliminary data reveal a significant region of interest on a chromosome that corresponds to SAS in an-

other breed, implicating the possibility of a shared mutation between breeds. DNA sequencing of this
region is now underway. Identification of genetic mutations will allow for improved breeding practices

and will reduce the incidence of this cardiovascular disease in future generations of Golden Retrievergs.

This fellowship training grant is providing valuable training for Dr. Stern as a future veterinary re-
searcher.
